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Francisco Coves was born in La Guaira, Venezuela in 1956. He joined the OAS in March of 1996 as the Administrative Officer for the Trade Unit. Before joining the OAS, Mr. Coves worked for thirteen years for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of his native Venezuela. While there, Mr. Coves was posted at the Venezuelan Consulate in Boston where he served as Vice Consul and then promoted and transferred to the Embassy in Washington. At the Embassy Mr. Coves held the positions of Administrator and Consul, Chief of the Embassy Consular Section. Francisco Coves also worked for the Venezuelan private sector, specifically on the Construction Industry and Real Estate Business, in the areas of Administration and Accounting. 





Mr. Coves’s public service to the OAS and its staff include several periods as an elected member on the OAS Staff Committee including the period that ends this year. While there he participated in the discussions to reform the OAS Career Service as member of the Career Service Working Group that brought the new Continuing Contracts implemented by the General Secretariat.
